Updates on Queensland Research Activity

The Palliative Care Clinical Studies Collaborative (PaCCSC) is a research group
funded by the Australian Government Department of Health and Ageing under the
National Palliative Care Program. PaCCSC involves a number of organisations
who are working collaboratively to conduct Phase 3 and Phase 4 clinical
medication studies. The achievements of the program to date include the
establishment of a working governance structure; contracts with all participating
centres are signed; the literature review is complete; the feasibility audit is
completed; 4 trials have been approved by the scientific committee; ethics
approval is complete or pending for 2 trials; 1 trial is currently recruiting and a
phase 4 pilot audit is underway.

The Queensland sites participating in these trials are the Mater Hospital, under
the direction of Prof Janet Hardy, and supported by CPCRE; and Sunshine Coast
Palliative Care, under the direction of Dr Louise Welch. For more information on
PaCCSC please visit www.caresearch.com.au.

Announcing the appointment of Dr Anthony Herbert to the Palliative Care
Team at RCH. Dr Herbert undertook medical studies in Brisbane and
subsequently obtained Fellowships in Paediatric Medical Oncology and
Paediatric Palliative Care. Dr Herbert's palliative training has included time at
the Mater Adult Hospital and The Children's Hospital at Westmead. He has also
worked at the Mater Children's and Royal Children's Hospital in Brisbane. His
research interests in the past have related to quality of life and sleep
disturbance in children with illness. Dr Herbert will work within the already
established palliative care service provided to children with cancer at the
Queensland Children's Cancer Centre, based at the Royal Children's Hospital.
He will be part of a team which will develop a service that will also support
children with non-cancer diagnoses. Over the longer term, this will extend to
providing a holistic inter-disciplinary State-wide Paediatric Palliative Care
service. Dr Herbert hopes that educational and research activities will be able
to complement the clinical services provided. Online health will play a critical
role in how we provide services to a state as big as Queensland.

Resource Showcase

The National Standards Assessment Program (NSAP) project is funded by the
Australian Government and will align the NSAP processes with the developments
in accreditation principles and practices undertaken by the Australian
Commission on Safety and Quality in Health Care. The project will be
implemented from 2007 — 2010 and is planned in phases to ensure broad-based
consultation, coordinated resource development, maximum participation and
sector engagement. The NSAP is a robust national quality assurance program
that streamlines self assessment and peer review activities that build on mutual
recognition with existing accreditation mechanisms. It also establishes a
framework for formal accreditation activities. Six services from Queensland have
registered as pilot sites — with 30 services across Australia participating initially.
